Subject : NEW CLASSIFICATION OF AIRPORTS IN THE PHILIPPINES

Pursuant to the Philippine Transport Strategic Study and the Civil Aviation Master Plan
developed in 1992 identifying the need to revise the country's airport classification, and
as reiterated in the recent Master Plan Study on the Strategy for the Improvement of
National Airports in the Philippines conducted by the Japan International Cooperation
Agency (JICA), the following reclassification of national airports is hereby adopted:

Airport Classification

Based on the above-listed criteria, the following shall be the new classification of
national airports in the Philippines:

~ International Airports:
international flights

~ Principal Airports: Airports used for domestic scheduled flights
(or domestic airports served by carriers certified under AO No. 121)

0 Class 1: Airports used for Jet services
(Jet aircraft including B737, A320, DC9 or greater,
which has equal to or more than 100-seat capacity)
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
